Carmen Villalba and Gareth Olson worked 

with a team of 6 students to plant and care for 

crops in HSI gardens this past spring 

semester, with the end goal of donating the 

fresh produce to a local food bank. We were 

so excited to give these students an 

opportunity to learn basic gardening skills and 

how to care for a plant from seed to harvest ² 

something many of these students had never 

done before! The group grew lettuce, 

cabbage, green beans, turnips, and multiple 

varieties of tomato so the students could gain 

experience with each of the types of 

vegetables (root, leaf, legume, and fruit). 

Through this program, these children 

obtained an increased appreciation for the 

importance of the seeds HSI sends around 

the world and got to see their hard work 

beneĜt our local community.
