Second, HSI’s direct response will be in the form of continued aid to help families produce their own food. 
Around 70 percent of our work is in the Caribbean. Through our many partners throughout this region, seeds, 
resources, and the Message of Hope will be distributed.  

Our third response will come in early spring of next year. Our focus is on long-term recovery and sustainable 
development. We are planning on sending volunteer missionaries through our HopeCorps program to assist 
families in Jamaica and Haiti in food production; two are originally from the impacted areas. We also plan on 
assisting through our Mustard Seed Program. This program responds to unmet needs that help further sus-
tainability. We will inform you of these needs after a "needs assessment" has been completed.
